Day 1: Depart USA / New York (JFK)
Arrive at the airport for your preflight check-in. Board your flight bound for Bangkok, Thailand, en
route cross the International Dateline.

Day 2: Arrive Hong Kong - Bangkok Overnight: Bangkok

This optional tour also includes lunch as well as a boat frip to Bang-Parin,
the former Royal Summer Residence that represents a fine example of Thai architecture.
